slide 1 - title slide - your name, period and ¿Quién Soy Yo?  ¿Quién es Mi Amigo?
slides 2 and 3 - Begin your sentence with the impersonal expression “Es bueno que…”.  Complete the sentence, using the verb ser  and an adjective from our new vocabulary list that describes you.  You are saying “It is good that I am …..:.  Obviously, these will be qualities you have that you see as a GOOD thing.  Include a picture with  your sentence.  

Example:
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slides 4 and 5 - Continue the pattern above, but with the expression “Es malo que”

slides 6 and 7 - Continue the pattern with “Es obvio que…:  (note these sentences will NOT use the subjunctive!)

slide 8 - Begin your sentence with “Es bueno que….”, but this time, write about a friend of yours.  

slide 9 - Begin your sentence with “Es malo que”….:, writing about a friend.
