Topic/Objectives: Unit 2 Lesson 1 in text. (pages 84-115) The objectives in Unit 2 Lesson 1 include: Describing volunteer activities, organizing people to do a project, and persuading/influencing others. Continued Practice with commands.  Review of formation/conjugation, with emphasis on irregulars.  Introduction of another use for commands - giving directions.  Students will write (a) recipe(s) in Spanish, using at least 20 commands in the Ud. form.  I will provide a list of cooking-related verbs.  Using commands with different verbs, in a different activity, allows students to apply knowledge of command forms in a different situation.
