Monday, May 2
Topic/Objectives: Unit 5 Lessons 1 and  2 in text. (pages 270-321) The objectives in Unit 5 Lessons 1 and 2 include: talking about personal items, talking about requirements, expressing what does and doesn’t exist, say what would or would not happen, report what someone said, and talk about the day’s activities.  These objectives are completed along with the following grammar topics: present subjunctive of regular and irregular verbs; the conditional tense, and the interrogatives Qué and Cuál. Vocabulary in this unit focuses on personal possessions, computers and the internet, verb used to talk about requirements, and talking about daily activities.
In-Class Activities: “Músicalunes” - “Andas en Mi Cabeza”-  new song by Chino y Nacho, featuring Daddy Yankee. Watch lyric video and go over lyrics to the song. Review definitions of the vocabulary list presented last Friday.  Due to high numbers of students not in attendance last Friday, all students will need to complete the vocabulary definitions immediately.  Vocabulary Activitiy - sorting words activity “Dibujos de Vocabulario” Focus on this activity will be introduce new vocabulary by sorting which words belong to specific categories.  Students will then trade papers and write 4 original sentences in Spanish, using the subjunctive mood, based on the completion of part 1.

Homework:  finish “Práctica de Vocabulario” worksheet - focus is on reading defintions of 15 vocabulary words in Spanish, and writing the vocabulary word that matches the defintion.  An example is provided.

Tuesday, May 3
Topic/Objectives: Unit 5 Lessons 1 and  2 in text. (pages 270-321) The objectives in Unit 5 Lessons 1 and 2 include: talking about personal items, talking about requirements, expressing what does and doesn’t exist, say what would or would not happen, report what someone said, and talk about the day’s activities. Wednesday, May 4
Topic/Objectives: Unit 5 Lessons 1 and  2 in text. (pages 270-321) The objectives in Unit 5 Lessons 1 and 2 include: talking about personal items, talking about requirements, expressing what does and doesn’t exist, say what would or would not happen, report what someone said, and talk about the day’s activities. In-Class Activities: Miáucoles internet meme.  Practice with reading and summarizing internet chats in Spanish.  Complete “Vocabulario en Contexto” Activity on text page 275.  Students read a series of chats in Spanish, then on a paper with 3 blank computer screens (graphic organizer), students summarize and follow the conversation between the 3 people.  Students then add follow-up questions or comments of their own in Spanish.  The focus of today’s work is to continue to familiarize students with the unit vocabulary, and to demonstrate reading, writing, and predicting skills in the target language. Thursday, May 5
