Tuesday, September 8

Topic/Objectives: Preliminary Lesson in text.  (pages 2-27). The objectives in the Preliminary Lesson include: talking about yourself and friends; saying what you know how to do; talking about people and places you know; describing daily routines; and making comparisons. (grammar review of topics covered in Spanish I and II)

 In-Class Activities: (Mrs. Hoffman-Fields absent) Today’s Spanish I/II review focuses on reflexive verbs.  Students will receive a notes page, detailing how to use and conjugate reflexive verbs.  Students will complete a practice page using reflexive verbs.  Students will log into their “Señor Wooly” online accounts and watch the video “No Voy A Levantarme”.  This video reviews reflexive verbs, specifically, placement of the reflexive pronoun on the end of a verb infinitive.  Students will complete a worksheet that goes along with the video.

Wednesday, September 9

Topic/Objectives:  Preliminary Lesson in text.  (pages 2-27). The objectives in the Preliminary Lesson include: talking about yourself and friends; saying what you know how to do; talking about people and places you know; describing daily routines; and making comparisons. (grammar review of topics covered in Spanish I and II)

In-Class Activities: (Mrs. Hoffman-Fields absent) Today’s Spanish I/II review focuses on the verbs ser and estar.  Vocabulary from this chapter is also reviewed today.  Students will receive a notes page, detailing how to use and conjugate the verbs ser and estar.  Students will also work on translation several short paragraphs, using the vocabulary and grammar from this chapter.  
Handouts/Worksheets:  “Did You Get It” notes page on the verbs ser and estar; “Did You Get It” ser and estar activities page; translation activities paper (from text pages 20-21)
Homework:  finish any work not completed in class

Thursday, September 10

Topic/Objectives:  Preliminary Lesson in text.  (pages 2-27). The objectives in the Preliminary Lesson include: talking about yourself and friends; saying what you know how to do; talking about people and places you know; describing daily routines; and making comparisons. (grammar review of topics covered in Spanish I and II)

In-Class Activities: Review/answer student questions relating to the assignments from the last two days.  Formative assessment in class over reflexive verbs and vocabulary relating to a restaurant guide.  The restaurant guides lead into the final grammar point from this chapter, making comparisons.  “Guia de Restaurante” reading, writing, listening, and speaking activites.  Students complete the comparative sentences in class….students will have a speaking assessment tomorrow over a partner interview on this worksheet.  They will then complete the menu activity on this worksheet, based on his/her partner’s answers in the interview.  The grammar focus of this interview is making comparisons between foods and restaurant-related items.

Homework:  comparatives card - make 5 comparisons between yourself and a famous person of your choosing.  Two “greater than”, two “less than” and one “equal to” sentence.
