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2015 AP Registration

Carmel High School students will be registering for AP exams online using Total Registration.  This can be done from any computer with an internet connection.  To register for AP exams, please visit the Carmel High School website, click Counseling, and you will find a link to the Total Registration site.  Once on the site, complete all the information on the electronic form. After you have completed the registration, you must print two copies of the confirmation page.  Bring one copy of the registration confirmation, WITH PAYMENT, to Mrs. Van Buren in the Counseling office.  The other copy is for your records.  Your registration is not complete until exam fees are paid.  Registration begins on February 13th, and the deadline for registration is March 13th.

The list of AP exams that Carmel High School is offering this year is listed on page two of this letter.  If you are interested in taking a test for a class that you are not currently enrolled in, please see Mrs. Hartman or Mrs. Cool in the counseling office before you register.

Registration is easy!

· Go to https://user.totalregistration.net/AP/150445 or access it through the link on the CHS website.

· Complete the registration form on line.  You will need your student ID and email addresses for both you and a parent.  These will be used for confirming your registration information. 

· Be sure to click on the correct AP tests!  For example, do not confuse Calculus AB and Calculus BC or English Literature with English Language.  If you register for an incorrect exam, we cannot offer alternate exam testing.

· You must attend a Pre-Administration Session prior to AP testing.  You will choose a date/time to attend when you register for exams.  Make note of that date and time.

· After completing your registration, print two copies of your confirmation.  Bring one to Mrs. Van Buren in the Counseling Office with your check or cash.  Your registration is not complete until the exam fees are paid.

· Total Fees:  AP exams are $91.00, with the exception of AP Capstone Seminar, which has a fee of $139.  Math and Science exams are $15.00 if enrolled in the class. (The State of Indiana reimburses schools for Math and Science exams each year.)  There will be additional fees charged for any late registration.  The refund policy is available online at the Total Registration site.

· Students without internet access at home may come to the counseling office to register.  Please see Mrs. Van Buren and remember to bring email addresses and payment to complete registration.

· The regular AP exam registration deadline is Friday, March 13.  Registrations submitted after March 13 will incur a $10.00 late fee per registration.  In order to allow for timely ordering of exams and exam materials, the final day to register for AP exams is Friday, March 20.
