When describing a plural noun, the adjective must be
made plural. Not, unas calculadoras negra, but,
unas calculadoras negras.

Making Nouns or Adjectives Plural

Usually, (because most words end in vowels) just add an 5: peso/pesos, goma/gomas, carpeta/carpetas

If the word ends in a consonant, add an ¢ before the s: papel/ papeles, pared/ paredes, mujer/ mujeres

Some nouns can be either masculine or feminine (professions, nationalities, religious labels). If you need to
add a vowel to make them plural, use ¢ for masculine, « for feminine. For example: the English men = los
ingleses/the English women = Las inglesas. the Spanish men = los espafioles/the Spanish women = /as
espaiiolas, the French women = /as francesas, the Muslim women = /las musulmanas, the (female) programmers
= The las programadoras, ete.

Tricky details

1. Words that end in an unstressed s (the s is at the end of an unstressed syllable) do not change in the
plural: los lunes, unos paraguas, los sacapuntas. But japonés > japoneses, mes > meses, etc.

2. Add an accent if necessary to keep the stress from changing: e/ examen>los exdmenes. Remove any accent
marks that are no longer needed in the plural. ¢/ alemdin>los alemanes

3. With words ending in g, change the g to ¢ before adding the es: el lapiz, los lapices; la nariz, dos narices.
