· Create a detailed drawing of topic chosen for bird with identified structures.

· Have correct spelling, grammar, punctuation, capitalization, sentence structure

· Be handwritten 

· Fully explain topic chosen including appropriate vocabulary such as muscles, veins, blood flow, oxygen, ventricles, atrium, etc. from identified structures below (Note: this means you MUST use the words below for the topic you’ve chosen).
