Desert Animal Mobile Rubric
For this project you will be creating a mobile showing the cause and effects of why your desert animal is endangered. This project will require research of your animal to determine the causes and effects of such events as poaching, predators and habitat destruction.
Due Date: 	January 9, 2012
Materials:	Metal clothes hanger
		Construction paper – 2 colors
		Yarn (any color)
Process:	
1. Student will create their animal’s likeness out of one piece of construction paper, to serve as the very top of the mobile. 
2. Student will write each cause on one color of construction paper and each effect on a different color of construction paper. Use a wide strip of paper for each word so that the words can be read from across the classroom. You must have at least 5 causes and 5 effects.
3. Student will fasten the cause and effect papers to the bottom of the metal hanger using yarn to secure. 
4. Mobile must not measure longer than 20” from the very top to the very bottom but it may be as wide as the entire coat hanger. 
5. The bottom portion of this sheet is due with your mobile on January 9.
