	False Premise
Answer to EQ: Analyze an argument by breaking it up into the premises and the conclusion.  (Sometimes the premise is implied, not written in the argument.)  Then, check to see if any of the premises is a false statement.

Vocabulary
· Argument: A conclusion together with the premises that support it.
· Premise: Evidence offered in support of a claim (conclusion).
· Conclusion: Something that is trying to be proven.
· False Premise: A premise that offers false or untrue evidence.
· Sound Argument: An argument whose premises are all true and all support the conclusion.
· Unsound Argument: An argument with at least one false premise.

	Deductive and Inductive Reasoning
Answer to EQ:  The premises of a deductive argument guarantee that its conclusion will be true.  The premises of an inductive argument might still be true, but sometimes they don’t add up to the conclusion.

Vocabulary
· Deductive Argument: An argument whose premises make its conclusion certain. 
· Inductive Argument: An argument whose premises make its conclusion likely.

	Bias and Stereotyping
Answer to EQ: When reading a text, look for labels that have been used for specific groups of people.  If someone is making general statements about everyone in the group, then they are creating a stereotype.  You can find bias when someone treats a person differently based on a stereotype.

Vocabulary:
· Stereotype: Assumption about an entire group of people.
· Bias: The effect of a stereotype on the way someone treats a group of people.  Also, a general positive or negative attitude about something that everyone may not share or agree with.

	Analogies
Answer to EQ: To create or complete an analogy, first think about how one set of words are related.  Then, build a bridge sentence to show that relationship.  Finally, apply that relationship to the second word pair.  If it fits the second set of words the same way it fit the first pair, then you have a good analogy.

· Analogy: A set of four words in which the first two words are related in the same way as the second two words.
     Example       eyes:see::fingers:touch

· Bridge Sentence: A sentence that shows how both word pairs in an analogy are related.

	Cause and Effect Relationships
Answer to EQ: Look for major results or outcomes in the reading passage.  These can be identified by looking for transition words such as: therefore, as a result, consequently, the result was, this resulted in, etc.  Then, look for causes, or things that led up to these results.

· Text Structure: The way a nonfiction text is organized.
· Cause and Effect: A text structure showing actions and results.

	Persuasive Devices
Answer to EQ: Read and watch media with a “critical eye.”  If you are reading/watching an advertisement, ask yourself how the ad is trying to sell you a product. Then, see if any of the propaganda types we discussed in class fit what the advertiser is trying to do.

· Bandwagon: The advertiser tries to make you feel like everyone else has the product and if you don’t have it, you’ll be left out.
· Loaded Words: Words with strong associations such as “home,” “family,” “dishonest,” and “wasteful.”
· Name-Calling: Comparing one product to another and saying it is weaker or inferior in quality and taste.
· Plain Folks: The advertiser says or implies that people just like you use a product.
· Snob Appeal: Makes the case that using a product means the consumer is better/smarter/richer than everyone else.
