SPANISH II

Welcome to Spanish! You have chosen to become part of an extremely dynamic and challenging class that will test your intellectual abilities. This class is not difficult, but it is time consuming and fast paced. In order to be successful, you must read, write, listen, and speak the language constantly. You are also required to complete all the activities assigned to you. Over the course of the class, I will share with you some strategies that will help you succeed.

COURSE DESCRIPTION: Spanish II is a course that builds upon the basic communication skills mastered in the Spanish I course. The student will be studying more advanced vocabulary and grammatical concepts. The student is expected to speak in Spanish at all times. English is not permitted in the classroom except at specific times designated by the instructor. In addition, the students will study aspects of the Spanish/ Hispanic culture and history via a variety of media. There is a $15.00 fee for World Language courses.
