	3.  Do not point the open end of a test tube being heated at anyone. 

4.  Never look into a container that is being heated. 
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	5.  Set aside heated metals and glass so they have time to cool. 

6.  Always turn the burner or hot plate off when not in use. 
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	7.  Never reach over an exposed flame. 

8.  Keep hair, clothing and hands a safe distance from the flame. 
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	9.  Keep combustibles away from open flames.
