	· Is on the NANDA list and is accurately derived from the scenario
· Identifies Problem, Etiology, and S/S (defining characteristics) if an actual diagnosis and is accurately derived from the scenario
· Identifies Problem and S/S (defining characteristics) if a risk diagnosis and is accurately derived from the scenario
	
	
	

	Planning
	· Goal/ Expected Outcome is derived from the identified diagnostic statement 
· Goal/ Expected Outcome is specific to the identified diagnostic statement
· Goal/ Expected Outcome is measurable in relation to the client’s current and potential resources and capabilities as stated in the scenario
· Goal/ Expected Outcome is attainable in relation to the client’s current and potential resources and capabilities as stated in the scenario
· Goal/ Expected Outcome is realistic in relation to the client’s current and potential resources and capabilities as stated in the scenario
· Goal/ Expected Outcome is time based in relation to the client’s current and potential resources and capabilities as stated in the scenario
· At least 3 interventions for each nursing diagnosis
· Each intervention is based on the identified diagnostic statement
· Each intervention assists the client in attaining the goal/ expected outcome
