Subordinating Conjunction 

A subordinating conjunction joins a subordinate clause to a main clause.

An adverb clause is always introduced by a subordinating conjunction. A noun clause and adjective clause sometimes are. 

Adverb clause: Before you go, sign the log book. 

Noun clause: He asked if he could leave early. 

Adjective clause: That is the place where he was last seen. 

A subordinating conjunction is always followed by a clause. Many subordinating conjunctions can be other parts of speech. 

Adverb:Jill came tumbling after. 

Preposition: Jill came tumbling after Jack. 

Subordinating Conjunction: Jill came tumbling after Jack had fallen. 

When the music began, everyone started to dance.
Now you do the same on the following sentences:
As soon as it stopped raining, we saw a double rainbow.

Because I registered early, I got the classes I wanted. 

When we need a quiet place to study, we go to the library.
