At this point…
· You should have your prewrite-brainstorming DONE. It is worth a lot of points. Make sure it is COMPLETELY filled out and CORRECTLY filled out. 
· You should have a topic selected. At this point you need to know where you are going with your essay and you need to know what appeals you are using; both logical and emotional. 
· Thesis Statement: How to write one…
· It needs to be a statement of your opinion on the topic. 
· You should not directly reference YOURSELF in the thesis statement (ex: “I believe…I think…etc”). 
· Instead state your thesis in a matter-of-fact way: “Beaumont High School should change its ____ policy because..; Gun Controls in the USA should not be more strict because…”, etc. 
· Your thesis needs to have three reasons included in it that support your opinion. 
· The gum policy at Beaumont High School should be kept the same because ___________, ____________, and ________________. 
· Make sure your “three reasons” or three blanks are different enough from one another to make your essay interesting.
