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Purpose:		What are you trying to find out?		

Abstract:	Write a summary of (1) your purpose; (2) the method you used to test the question; (3) the results; and (4) the answer to your question (purpose).

Background:	Tell the reader what he/she needs to know in order to understand your lab.

Hypothesis:	Write this as an “If…then…” statement OR tell what outcome you are looking for and what that result will mean in terms of your objective.

Data:	[Place your data tables and graphs here.  Your tables and graphs are expected to be computer generated.  Include specific titles and labels.  Include the units of measurement where appropriate.]  all graphs and data tables must have a title that indicates the information contained within the table or graph.
	CALCULATIONS: if you perform calculations that are needed to support your findings, place them here.
Discussion:	This is the heart of your lab report.  It analyzes the data with specific numbers, measurements, and observations that support the conclusion that you have drawn about the answer to the question that you investigated.  The discussion also includes suggestions to improve the lab, any extensions to the lab that would increase your understanding; the intrinsic and personal errors and how they affected your data; and, very importantly, a connection between what you learned and the real world.
