Internet Reading Assignment 1—due by Tuesday, 9/14/04

1. Go to the quia site, and click on the first link under “useful links”

2. Near the top of the page, you will see a box that says, “Select a chapter.”  Click on the arrow; then click on “Keeping Time” (chapter 1).

3. In the upper left hand corner, you will see a box that says, “chapter resources; chapter 1; online activities.”  Click on the words “online activities.”

4. The page you should see now has 3 questions for you to find the answers to. Follow the directions given to find the information that you need.  You will need to click on one of the search engines that are listed on the page, and type in the suggested key words.  Then skim the link descriptions to choose the one that you think will have the information that you want.  Click on the link that looks helpful, and scan the reading there for the information that you need to answer the question.   Then type your answer in your own words (DO NOT COPY sentences directly from the website!!!) and the URL (the web address) of the website into the box provided on the ASR website.  NOTE:  If you want to switch back and forth between the ASR web page and the google link, look down at the bottom of your screen.  You should see two boxes—one that says “Book Companion Site...” and another that is the title of the google link.  Just click on those boxes to go back and forth between the pages. 

5. After you have answered the 3 questions, you may choose to answer the optional “Websurfing Challenge.”  This is extra credit, so only do it if you want to; it is NOT required.  You will only receive extra credit if you do the task correctly.

6. Finally, type in your full name (first and last name), your e-mail address in the space provided and my e-mail address (susan.wilson@sjcc.edu) in the “teacher’s e-mail address” section.  Then click on the button labeled “Submit your answers.”  This should send your answers to my e-mail box.  Be sure the words “Activity Submitted--The results of your activity have been e-mailed to your professor.” appears on the page before you leave it. (I made an error in class when I told you to put my address in student address line. IF you don’t yet have an e-mail address, you will have to PRINT out your answers and turn them in to me on Tues.  Using my e-mail address twice won’t work.),
