1. Sounds Great  p. 40, section #5 Read Aloud
Say “Page 40, number one...”  and so on as you record the assigned sentences.  Say sentences one through eight, being careful to pronounce them with the correct stressed words/syllables. 

2. Sounds Great  p. 43, section #5 Listening Discrimination

Choose TWO of the proverbs from the list in this section on p. 43.  Ask a native speaker of English to tell you what the proverbs mean and how they are used in conversation.  Then record yourself as you do the following:

a. Say “page 43, proverb # ______, “and say the proverb with correct stress and rhythm groups.

b. Explain what the proverb means and when/how it is used.

(Do steps a and b for both of the proverbs that you chose.)

3. Sounds Great  p. 54, section #3 Listening Discrimination

Say “p. 54, number one...” and so on as you record sentences one through five. (Don’t record all ten sentences!) 

4. When you are finished, listen to your tape.  If there are some sentences that you want to do over, say them at the end of your recording.  Pay attention to the pronunciation problems that I mentioned in your last tape, and try to improve on things like final consonants and difficult sounds such as /p, b, v, sh, ch, d, g, sk, kw/ and so on.

5. Then re-wind your tape so that I can put it in my machine and hear the beginning of THIS assignment.
