4. the months labeled in Spanish

5. the days numbered properly
6. the U.S. holidays and special dates given below

7. at least 15 holidays from your assigned Spanish-speaking country
· You must have at least 1 for every month.

· One of the holidays must be your country’s independence day from Spain. Write the year numerically also.
· Only 2 can be Saint’s days.
8. Only the chart, numbers and clip art may be typed or from the internet.
9. All holidays, months and days MUST be hand-written, not typed. Write neatly! If you type them, you will automatically not pass this project. 
10. You will briefly present your calendar sharing the following:
· your country’s independence day from Spain
· the number of holidays you found
· your birthdate in Spanish, including the year
****If you print a calendar that has been pre-made, you will receive a 0 because it is not your work. 

Tips:

· Remember that the Spanish calendar begins with Monday.
· Do NOT capitalize the days or months.

· Remember that 2008 is a leap year. Thus, there are 366 days in this year.
· If the holiday is written in English, you write it in English.  If it is written in Spanish, write it in Spanish. 
· Use the English calendar to see on what date each month begins.
· You will be using this calendar on a test so make sure you label it correctly.
