What class should I have already taken?
You should have taken Algebra 1, Geometry, and Algebra 2 previously.  It is recommended for your Algebra 1, Geometry, and Algebra 2 State Standard of Learning score to be proficient to be successful in Trigonometry.

Course Description	

This non-SOL course contains both content that reviews or extends concepts and skills learned in Geometry and Algebra 2, plus the addition of new, more abstract and advanced concepts in trigonometry.  Trigonometry is a field of mathematics in which the geometric properties of the angles and edges of triangles are used to measure lengths. Real-world problems involving trigonometry are common in engineering, physics, construction and design.  This course is well suited for students who need sufficient mastery of trigonometry for use in fieldwork as well as those continuing their education.  Intermediate algebra skills are assumed. It provides the trigonometry skills and concepts essential to success in calculus courses.

How will I be graded?
Tests and Quizzes:  We will have a test at the end of chapters or major content areas.  Each student will earn a *daily grade/participation grade, which will count as one test grade for the nine weeks.  Quizzes will be given more often than tests and will cover a smaller content area, such as one or two homework assignments.  The average of your tests and daily grade will count 30% of the nine week average.  The average of your quizzes will also be 30% of your nine week average.

Binder/Notes:  A binder will be used for your math work.  Bring it to class each day and keep it organized.  Your binder should have the following sections; syllabus, table of contents, bell ringer, notes/assignments, and tests/quizzes in chronological order. Notes are required.  Notebook quizzes will be given has a random check of students notes and homework.  All notes that are given in class should be in each student’s notebook along with all homework assignments with CORRECT work and solutions.  During a notebook quiz, only the student’s notebook will be used to find answers for the quiz.  It is the student’s responsibility to get notes and homework assignments for classes they do not attend. All notes are posted on the class webpage daily and placed in the class binder.  Notebook quizzes will count 15% of the nine week average.

Homework: You will have trig assignments on almost a daily basis.  Homework will be checked for completeness as I walk around the room, collected and returned the following day, or a homework quiz will be given for each assignment.  Completing and correcting homework to the best of your ability is essential to learning the concepts of this class.  If homework is checked as I walk around the room the grade will be entered as a part of your *daily grade.  If it is collected or a quiz is given it will be a grade of its own not to be combined with the daily grade.  Homework grades will count 25% of the nine weeks grade.

Participation and Preparedness: Participation is vital to the learning process of math.  You are required to work problems on the board, ask and answer questions, assist classmates, complete all given tasks, and participate in all classroom activities.  It is also essential you are on time; bring your textbook and all materials on the supply list each day.  Your ability to participate appropriately and follow directions will determine your *daily grade.  Whenever you fail to participate in class, come unprepared, do not complete homework, or arrive tardy, points will be deducted from this grade.
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What should I do when I am absent?

You should check the class webpage as soon as possible to get the assignments that were completed during your absence.  All notes and assignments will be posted daily.  A quiz or test should be completed before or after school with Mrs. Austin.  

A student is expected to make up all work missed regardless of the reason for the absence. At no time is a student to miss additional class time to make up work. The student is responsible to find out from the teacher what work they have missed when they return to school from his/her absence. Parents are strongly encouraged to make contact with the school during the student’s absence to solicit make-up work. Students have (3) days to make up work if they have been absent (3) or fewer days. Failure to complete make-up work will result in lowering of student’s grade. Students have an additional day to make up their work for each additional day absent. Any work not completed by the end of the grading period, teachers are to assign an F on the grade card, not an I for incomplete. These F grades due to an incomplete may be changed once the work has been made up to the teacher’s satisfaction.

Does this class have a Standards of Learning Test?

No.  Trigonometry does not require a Standards of Learning assessment.

What should I do if I need extra help?
