Course Description

· Students in Algebra II are assumed to have mastered those concepts outlined in the Algebra I and geometry Virginia SOLs.  Students study advanced algebraic concepts through functions, polynomials, rational expressions, complex numbers, matrices, and sequences and series.  Emphasis is placed on practical application and modeling.  Oral and written communication concerning the language of algebra, logic of procedures, and interpretation of results are studied.  Students study graphing functions using a transformational approach, including translation, reflections, dilation, and rotation to general a (family of graphs( from a given graph.  They study the close relationship between algebraic concepts and graphic representations of functions.  They also vary the coefficients and constants and an equation, observe the changes in the graph of an equation, and formulate generalizations that can be applied to many graphs.  

Specific Objectives/Topics by grading period:

1st Nine Weeks: Review of Basic Algebra 1 Equations, Inequalities, and Properties; Solving Absolute Value Equations and Inequalities; Linear Relations and Functions; Systems of Equations; Systems of Inequalities and Linear Programming
2nd Nine Weeks: Matrices; Polynomials; Radical Expressions and Equations; Complex Numbers; and Quadratic Functions

3rd Nine Weeks: Polynomial Functions; Conics; Rational Expressions; and Inverse Variation
4th Nine Weeks: Exponential and Logarithmic Functions; Sequences and Series; Permutations and Combinations; Statistics; SOL Review and Practice

The Six Weeks Grade will be in the form of a letter grade and will be computed as follows:

Tests will be end-of-chapter (or multiple chapter) assessments. They will always be announced at least two days in advance.

Quizzes will cover only one of two sections in the text. They will be announced at least one day in advance.

Homework will be checked daily using three to five random chosen problems from the assignment. These grades will be completion grades only with extra points given for accuracy. In addition, students are expected to check their own work and make corrections as needed in their notebook. Finally, a daily grade will be given based upon class participation and readiness for class.
Semester grades will include the two nine week grades and the exam grade at the end of the semester. Each nine weeks grade will count as 37.5% of the semester grade and the exam will count as 25% of the semester average. Semester grades will be computed using numerical averages.
The students must score 400 out of a possible 600 on the state SOL TEST to receive a verified credit for the class.

JOHN S. BATTLE MAKE UP POLICY

Every student is expected to make up all work missed in each class regardless of the reason for the absence. Students are responsible for finding out from their teachers what work they have missed immediately upon returning to school. At no time is a student to miss additional class time or other classes to make up work. It is the student’s responsibility to meet at the teacher’s convenience for make-up work.
