I.  Philosophy of Course:

The student will build ensemble skills, analyze characters, perform scripted works, explore theatrical design concepts, and write critiques. The student will develop an understanding of the history of theatre and an appreciation for the various styles of theatre.

Drama will involve creative exercises and impromptu activities, character studies then the application of that study to a monologue, script reading and analysis, and presentations of a variety of selections individually, paired and as a group.  Assessments covering information on the history of theatre, theatre vocabulary and aspects of theatre styles will be given. 

Activities

Students are expected to actively participate in creative exercises, impromptu activities and oral presentations, including monologues.  
Assessments
Students will be given a variety of oral assessments, impromptu exercises, written assessments and physical assessments (movement).  

Presentations

Students are expected to perform monologues, excerpts from scripts, and short skits for various audiences, including classmates, faculty and any others assigned.

Students will be asked to memorize key vocabulary and will be assigned monologues and parts within designated scripts to deliver orally.
