Course Description:  The purpose of driver education is to provide students with a detailed understanding of the fundamentals of driving and to obtain responsible attitudes and behaviors.  Objectives of driver education will focus students on the interaction of people, vehicles, and roadways. Students will learn to reduce risk while driving on different types of highways and will learn the rules of the road. Highway signs, signals, and markings will be taught. Students will learn legal responsibilities such as ownership, registration, tags, and inspections. They will also learn about alcohol and other drugs while using or not using the HTS. Resources used include group discussions, oral reports, map study, videos, DARE officers, speakers on railroad safety, insurance speakers, and speakers on truck safety. Methods of evaluation include oral presentation; written reports; group projects; individual projects; and daily, chapter, and unit written tests and exams.
