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a. What is the issue amount for each class of security?

3) The fee structure proposed by the investment bank for the offerings is as follows:
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a. Calculate fees and net proceeds (issue amount less fees) for the bond issue.

b. Calculate fees and net proceeds for the preferred stock issue

c. Calculate fees and net proceeds for the common stock issue
