Program Expectations

Attendance Policy

Clinical Requirements
Students will be required to complete clinical training at approved imaging facilities.

Clinical requirements include:
• Minimum 30 hours per week
• Total of 120 clinical hours
• Clinical hours must be completed within the assigned timeframe
Students will gain hands-on experience performing radiographic procedures under supervision.

Clinical Timesheets
Students must submit a weekly clinical timesheet.
Timesheets must include:
• Student name
• Clinical site location
• Dates and hours worked
• Supervisor initials
Timesheets must be submitted every Friday at the end of the day.
Failure to submit timesheets may result in clinical hours not being counted.

Professional Conduct
Students are expected to demonstrate professionalism at all times.
Professional conduct includes:
• Respectful communication
• Following instructions from clinical staff
• Maintaining patient confidentiality
• Representing the program in a professional manner
Unprofessional behavior may result in disciplinary action.






Dress Code
Students must follow professional dress guidelines during clinicals.
Required attire:
• Scrubs (Top and Bottoms)
• Closed-toe shoes
• Student ID badge
• Clean and professional appearance
Hair should be neat and secured if long.

Radiation Safety
Radiation safety is a critical part of the LMRT profession.
Students must follow the ALARA principle:
A – As
L – Low
A – As
R – Reasonably
A – Achievable

Radiation protection includes:
• Minimizing exposure time
• Maximizing distance from radiation source
• Using shielding when appropriate

**Students must wear their dosimeter badge properly at all times during clinical rotations.**

Dosimeter Badge Policy
Dosimeter badges are used to monitor radiation exposure.
Students must:
• Wear the badge at the collar level
• Not share badges with others
• Return badges when requested
• Report lost badges immediately
Improper use of a dosimeter may lead to inaccurate exposure records.

Patient Care Expectations
Students must always prioritize patient safety.
Important patient care responsibilities include:
• Verifying patient identity
• Explaining procedures clearly
• Maintaining patient comfort
• Following infection control procedures
• Protecting patient privacy

Communication Expectations
Students should maintain professional communication with:
• Instructors
• Clinical supervisors
• Patients
• Healthcare staff
Questions should be asked respectfully and appropriately.

Safety and Infection Control
Students must follow infection control practices including:
• Hand hygiene
• Use of gloves when required
• Proper cleaning of equipment
• Following facility safety policies
