Part A:  Introduction

One of the most important skills you can acquire is the ability to communicate. A presentation to the class of a new idea you have learned is one form of oral communication. There are many benefits to be gained from communication.
 The ability to formulate, in your own words, a concept that interests you serves to enhance your understanding of the concept. Since the very nature of science is the ability to work with others in asking questions, conducting experiments, using models, observing data, analyzing data, drawing conclusions, and so on, communication is essential. 


The fourth quarter project will have you working with ONE partner, on an environmental issue with which you are concerned. You may choose from the list of topics provided by your teacher or ask permission to research a topic outside of the given list. The topics to be researched and presented to the class are:
· Soil conservation
· Radioactive waste disposal 
· Solid waste disposal

· Alternative energies 
· Habitat destruction
· Water pollution

· Water conservation/usage/treatment/etc.

· Air pollution

· Ozone depletion

· Acid rain

· Green house effect/Global warming

· Noise pollution

· Conservation/ recycling

· Overpopulation

· Famine/genetically engineered crops

· Sustained agriculture

· Loss of Biodiversity

· ……or any other concept that affects our environment, and is accepted by your teacher!!!
Once you choose an issue, narrow it down to a specific topic you have read about that is of interest to you. Use your outlining skills to prepare an outline of the topic you choose. Your outline should include both the positive and negative impacts of the issue. It will be necessary to explain how the impacts of the issue you choose affect not only the individual, but also the community, and possibly the nation and the world. Include your bibliographical sources, minimum 5.

Part B: Directions
Your fourth quarter project will be comprised of a paper, minimum 3 pages-maximum 5 pages, typed, doubled spaced with 1” margin, with a title and a bibliography page, followed by an oral presentation of 3-5 minutes and a visual aide to showcase your presentation. Visuals can vary, from power point presentations to videos, prezi, show-me, etc. 
The research for your presentation should focus on economic values, health concepts, statistical data, and past history of controversies regarding the issue. After you have presented what you have learned, you may want to propose your own solutions. It is a good idea to use charts, graphs, maps, and any other figures that are necessary to illustrate the problems and the solutions involved in the environmental issue you choose.
Part C: Oral presentation
When you make your presentation to the class, be sure to use a cooperative voice. A cooperative voice is one that suggests you have not predetermined which side of the issue is right or wrong, and one that encourages the other students to participate by asking questions and making suggestions. Remember, eye contact, voice projection and no “clowning” or “fidgeting” should occur for a good presentation.
