Topic: Dedicated Computers

Dedicated computers are special-purpose machines. They do one thing and one thing only.

They include Video Game Units, GPS, Fax Machines, Copy Machines, and Digital Cameras.
I. Video Game Units

· Many sizes.  Smallest are hand-held   battery-operated toys: GameBoy, Nomad, GameGear, Atari Lynx, NintendoDS, Sony PSP, Nintendo Switch
· Larger Units at home sit on the floor or table and are connected to a TV.  Some are controlled by a form of a joystick or game controller.

PacMan, Super Shot, Galaga, Time Crisis 2, Cruisin’ World, Mortal Kombat, NFL Blitz,
II. GPS
Global Positioning System (GPS) is a space-based satellite navigation system that provides location, time information, and all weather conditions anywhere on the Earth with an unobstructed line of sight to one of twenty-four or more GPS satellites.
III. Digital Cameras

· A digital camera is a camera that encodes images and videos digitally and stores them for later reproduction.
IV. Fax Machines 
· Connected to a normal phone line, a fax machine allows you to transmit pieces of paper to someone else instantly!
V. Copy Machines
· Copy Machines are a dedicated computer that makes paper copies of documents and other visual images quickly and cheaply.
