is a palm-sized device that the operator moves on a flat surface.
to move the insertion point, give commands to the computer by clicking right or left buttons

enables the user to write words or draw pictures directly into a computer screen.
Uses a light sensing pen that connects to the computer.  Pixar uses them to do animation!

is used instead of a mouse on a laptop or notebook computer.  It has the     
same functions as the mouse, but the ball is on the top.  Some call them gamming mice!

enables the user to select options directly on the screen using stylus or a finger.  (Examples:  iPad, your phone, ATM, Restaurants cash registers)

communicates with other computers over telephone lines.  Most are built in to modern computers.  Used to connect you to the World Wide Web

translates sound into electric current, which the computer digitizes.  It can then be played back through the speakers.

is a peripheral unit that uses light and devices that sense light to digitize   photographs and other illustrations?  A laser device that read bar codes at stores are also scanners.

uses a microphone and digitizer to help a computer recognize spoken words.  
These devices are used by the disabled.  (Examples:  Siri, Echo Dot, OK Google,[image: images])

are the main input device. 
 Sholes or QWERTY is the most common type of keyboard.
