Types of Nouns:


*Proper Nouns



--name a specific person, place or thing



--Always capitalized




Example: President Obama; New York City, Mount Washington


*Common Nouns



--names general people, places or things



--not capitalized, unless at the beginning of a sentence




Example: the president, a city, a mountain


*Possessive Nouns



--show ownership

	Noun Type
	To Form the Possessive you…
	Examples:

	Singular nouns ending in “s”
	Add an apostrophe “s” (‘s)
	Chris’s skis are cool!



	Plural nouns ending in “s”
	Add only an apostrophe (‘)
	The Thomases’ family vacation was canceled last year.

	Plural nouns not ending in “s”
	Add an apostrphe “s”
	The men’s swimming competition was exciting.
