Grammar Notes: The Sentence

What is a sentence?


*a group of words that has a SUBEJCT and a PREDICATE


*expresses a complete thought

Different kinds of sentences:


*Declarative: makes a statement, ends in a period


*Interrogative: asks a question, ends in a question mark


*Exclamatory: makes a strong statement or exclamation, ends in an exclamation point


*Imperative: gives an order, has no particular ending

The Subject of a Sentence:


…names whom or what the sentence is about



SIMPLE SUBJECT: the main word or group of words in the complete subject

The Predicate of a Sentence:


…tells what the subject does or has; 


…can also describe what the subject is or is like



SIMPLE PREDICATE: the verb or verb phrase in the sentence
