1. Narrative writing

a. Tells a story

b. Each supporting detail is an event in the story

c. Events go in chronological order

2. Descriptive Writing

a. Describes aspects, qualities, characteristics of topic

b. Addresses the five senses

i. Seeing

ii. Hearing

iii. Tasting

iv. Touching

v. Smelling

3. Expository

a. Lists facts about a topic

b. Gives directions for how to do something

i. Recipes

ii. Manuals

iii. Instructions

iv. Directions

4. Persuasive

a. tries to convince the reader to believe a certain thing, do a certain thing

b. speaks in superlatives (extremes)---the most of something, the best of something, the worst of something, the least of something, etc.
