Book Hook!

It’s your job to get potential readers interested enough in a book to buy and read it.  To do this, you must pick a book you have read and liked, then write a “Book Hook” paragraph.  Your paragraph must follow these guidelines:

1st Sentence: attention-getting “hook”---start with a question, a startling or surprising fact, a remarkable description, a dramatic statement, anything that will make your reader sit up and take notice!

2nd Sentence: this should give the reader all the factual information about the book: author, title, type of story, main character.

3rd Group of Sentences: these should summarize the plot of the book without going into too much detail, and without giving the end away (although you may foreshadow the outcome).  This should be no fewer than 3 sentences, and no more than 7 sentences.

4th Group of Sentences: begin this part, “The best thing about this book is…” and then finish the sentence with your own idea.  Follow it up with at least one example of what ever the “best thing” is.

Last Sentence: this is your conclusion, some brief statement that wraps the whole thing up in an interesting way.
