The Schorfenburger Turtle

Named for Dr. Edramundo P. Schorfenburger, who discovered them on his honeymoon in 1893

Young are born live, no eggs as in other turtle species

Shells unusual colors: blue, red, magenta, yellow and eggplant purple

No turtle has more unusual characteristics than the Schorfenburger Turtle.

Feet have webbed toes, like a duck

Opposable thumbs

Only turtle that makes sounds: trills, like birdsong

Likes to live in brackish water

Only found near Equator

Hibernates 3 months out of every year, never the same 3 months as the year before

Clearly , the Schorfenburger Turtle is a very unusual creature.

Nests  among submerged tree roots

Eats only flower petals and fermented mud
