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Homework folders will be sent home each Monday.  Folders should be returned to school by FRIDAY with the completed work enclosed.  Please help your child set aside appropriate time to complete the work and to establish good study habits!  Work sent home will be additional practice of skills and concepts that students have learned in class.  In other words, I will never send work home that I have not already taught in the classroom.  If you notice your child struggling with a concept, however, that is your cue that your child needs more practice to master the skill.  Please work with them at home to help them succeed and know that I am doing the same at school.  
*Math – Skill practice on current concepts.  

*Language Arts – Skill practice on current concepts.  

*Reading – Read AR book 25 minutes, 5 nights per week. Use the PTA “Reading Rocks” monthly log sheet to record nightly reading.  Return each Friday along with the rest of your child’s homework.  I will check it & return it in your child’s HW packet the following Monday.  After the last day of the month, the log will be turned in to PTA.     

*Word Study – Children will take a pretest on Monday and get one of two word lists to study depending on how many words they spelled correctly on the pretest.  Your child will be expected to learn the weekly spelling pattern by completing their choice of three activities.  Quiz is on Friday. 
Any work your child does not complete in class, will be sent home with them to be completed and returned the next day.  I give ample time to complete class work, so if your child brings class work home to complete, they have not used time wisely in class.  Homework that is completed and turned in on time, or classwork that is completed and turned in on time earns your child positive consequences.  
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
