Desert Biome

- producer: small grasses (seeds), cactus (fruit-producing)

- herbivores: insects, seed-eating birds

- carnivores: lizards, snakes, hawks

- scavenger: California Condor (vulture)

- decomposer: bacteria

Grasslands Biome
- producers: grasses, small shrubs

- herbivores: buffalo, seed-eating birds, mice

- carnivores: Northern Goshawk, fox

- scavenger: Black Vulture

- decomposer: fungus

Tundra

- producers: grasses, wildflowers

- herbivores: elk, mice, insects

-carnivores: insect-eating birds, wolves

- scavenger: Turkey Vulture

- decomposer: protozoans, bacteria

Tropical Forest
- producers: canopy trees (fruit and seed)

- herbivores: fruit-eating birds, mice, insects

- omnivores: monkeys, lizards

- carnivores: tigers
